NZ Machine Knitters’ Society – Nelson Area - 2008

This CD contains cardfile information for NZMKS Seminar Notes from 1982 to 2007, which has been compiled by our member Nola Nokes.
It will simplify the task of searching for a particular pattern, style, garment etc., or the Area or year or author of a pattern etc. 

We recommend that you download and install the AZZ Cardfile program from the CD. The CD should display the NZMKS menu on the screen after about 15 seconds when inserted into a drive. If your drive is not set to autorun, then, in Start/Run/Open, type in   D: autorunpro.exe   (where D is the drive letter for that drive), and press Enter. The NZMKS menu will be displayed. Click on the first menu item to install the AZZ Cardfile program on to your hard drive, and then you can open the AZZ Seminar Notes file.

If you prefer not to use the AZZ Cardfile, you can open the Seminars cardfile either as an .rtf file for MS Word, or as a .txt file for MS Notepad or other systems, and then use ‘Edit/Find’ to enable your search.

AZZ Cardfile is shareware. Free trial has no expiration period, but if you decide to keep it, please buy the license. It costs only US$19.00 for personal use - registration will disable pop-up reminders, entitle you to priority E-mail support and free upgrades. Instructions for saving AZZ files:

If you encounter Security Warnings or similar when installing the software, please be advised that it is safe to proceed. The AZZ Cardfile program will be installed into Program Files/AZZ Cardfile folder. You may be advised that these AZZ files will be ‘copied to NEW.AZZ file’. The file opens if you click ‘OK’, and you should choose or create a destination folder for saving.

Once you have a cardfile installed, it is easy to search for any given word or phrase. In the cardfile, simply navigate to Card/Find, and a search box will open. Enter the word you require, and the program will highlight all instances on request. Full instructions are on hand when you open the program.
Of course, you can add any required information once you have the cardfile on your computer…
